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PROCLAMATION No. 714/2011

A PROCLAMATION TO PROVIDE FOR
PUBLIC SERVANTS’ PENSIUH

WHEREAS it is part of the country’s social
policy 1o expand social security system and reach
citizens step by step;

WHEREAS the strengthening and sustainability
of the system greatly contributes to social justice,
industrial peace, poverty reduction and development;

WHEREAS it has been found necessary to
strengthen, to the extent circumstances allow, the
public servants pension scheme and revise and
consolidate the existing laws;

NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance with Article
55(1) of the Constitution of the Federal Democratic
Republic of Ethiopia, it is ‘hereby proclaimed as
follows:

PART ONE
GENERAL

1. Short Title

This Proclamation may be cited as the “Public
Servanis’ Pension Proclamation No, 714/2011"

“public servant” means a person permanently
employed in any public office, and includes
government  appointees, members  of
parliament, members of the defense force
and the police;

“senior government official” means minister,
minister of state, deputy minister or any
government offi¢ial having an’ equivalent

- rank;

“member of parliameni”™ means speaker,
deputy speaker and includes any member of
the House of Peoples' Representdtives of the
Federal Democratic Republic of Ethiopia;

“speaker” or “deputy speaker” means the
speaker or deputy speaker of the House of
Pcoples’ Represertatives or the House of the
Federation;

“public office” means any government office,
institution or organ wholly or partly run by
government budget, and includes public
institutions and enterprises mn by their own
income,

“region” means any region referred to in
Article 47(1) of the Constitution of the
Federal Democratic Republic of Ethiopia and
includes the Addis Ababa and Diredawa city
atlministrations;

“member of the defense force”™ means a
person permanently employed in the Na_Licm_:LI
Defense Force to render military service 1n
accordance with legislations regulating the
administration of the  Defense Force;

“member of the police” means a person
permanently employed and renders scwme_in
federal or regional police in accordance with
legislations governing the administration of

police;

Any public office shall, for the purpose of
registration, submit to the Agency copies of
its establishment legislation, personal data of
the public servant taken at the time of first
employment, letter of employment issued 10
the public servant and other data determined

by the Agency.

The time limit for submission of data in
accordance with sub-article {1) of this Article
shall:

a4y in the case of existing public offices and
public servants, be determined by the
Agency;

bt in the case of public nffices established,
or public servants employed after the
effective date of this Proclamation, 60

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Social Security Identification Number

Any public office or public servant shall, upon
submission of complete data for registration, be
assighed with social security identification
number, provided, however, thal the tax
identification number of the public office or the
public servant, if any, shall also be taken as social
securily identification number,

Any public servant, when transferred (o
another public office or employed by another
public office or any private organization
covered by pension scheme, shall notify his
identification number to such office or
arganization.

Motification of Changes in Entries of Registration

Any public office shall, when any change
occurs in the entries of its social security
registration or that of its public servant,
notify such change to the Agency, with
supporting evidence, within 60 days of the
occurrence of such change. &

Every public servant shall notify, with
supporting evidence, to the public office that
he is working for, any change regarding his
family status,

Any beneficiary who is receiving benefits
shall notify, with supporting evidence, to the
Apgency any change in the entries of social
security registration within 60 days of the
greurrence of such change,

Any notification of change in the entry of
social security registration relating to a public
office, public servant or beneficiary, shall
indicate the corresponding sociale secunty
identification number,

Any public office 1o which public servants
are transferred following the dissolution,
division or merger of another public office
shall notify same, in writing, to the Agency
within 60 days of the takeover,
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6/ "Where a public enterprise is privatized, the
government organ in charge of effecting the
transaction shall notify same to the Agency
within 60 days.

Consequences &f Failure to Submit Data for
Registration

1/ The concerned officer of a public office who
fails to organize, keep and timely submit to
the Agency data for registration as required
under this Part shall be punishable in
accordance with Article 61 of this
Proclamation,

2/ Where a public servant or beneficiary fails to
timely submit data relating to changes in
entries of registration as required under this
Pant, his survivors entitlements to benefils
shall be based on the data that have already
been organized and kept by the Agency.

PART THREE
PENSION SCHEME, FUNDS AND
CONTRIBUTIONS

Establishment of Public Servants' Pension Scheme

The Public Servants® Pension Scheme is hereby
e¢stablished.

Establishment of Pensions Funds

The following public servants pension funds are
hereby established:

1/ the Civil Service Pension Fund;
2/ the Military and Police Service Pension Fund

Contributions to the Civil Service Pension Fund

The contributions payable to the Civil Service
Pension Fund shall, based on the salary of the
public servant, be:

I/ by the public office, 11%:;

2/ by the public servant, 7%.

The Ministry of Finance and Economic
Development shall, upon being notified by
the Agency the default of regional
government offices in the timely payment of
contributions and the amounts thereof, deduct
the arrear contributions from their budgetary
subsidies allocated by the federal government
and pay same lo pension fund.

Where a public office fails 1o pay
contributions for a period of more than three
months, the Agency or the delegated body
shall have the power to cause the deduction
of the arrear contributions from the budget
allocated to it by the government or from its
bank account.

Any bank shall, when requested by the
Agency or the delegated body, have the
gbligation to deduct, without any
precondition, the amount of contributions 1o
be collected pursuant to sub-article (1) of this
Article from the account of the public office
and pay to the Agency or the delegated body.

Any public office which pays salary to public
servants covered by pension scheme shall
have the obligation to notify, in writing, to
the Agency the branch of the bank and
account number in which it has deposited
money, and any change of address of the
bank or account number within 15 days of
the pecurrence of such ¢change.

In line with the directive issued by the Ministry of
Finance and Econemic Development to deternine
the rule for enabling the collection of tax by
seizing and selling the property of tax payers who
failed their obligation to pay tax, the Agency or
the delegated body shall have the power [0 sell,
through tender, the property ol & public office for
the purpose of collecting arrear contributions that
could not be collected pursuant to sub-article (93

_of this article.

For the purpose of compensating effects of
benefits granted pursuant to sub-articie {7} of
Article 19 of this Proclamation to pension
fund, the public office shall pay in advance
the monthly contributions calculated for the
remaining perivd that the public servant his

Economie Development shall pay in advance
the monthly contributions calculated for the
remaining period that the official or member
ha; to go through before he attaines the
retirement age.

It is1 prE:rIu‘hitcd to deduct from pension
contributions for payment of service charges,
money transfer charges or debt or for any

other purpose.

The_ Agency may delegate activities, in
relation to the collection and enforcement of
pension contributions, to other bodies,

The payment of pension contributions shall
have priority over any debt.

Administration of Pension Funds

The pension funds established under Article 9 of
this Proclamation shall be administered by the

Agency.

The pension funds shall be utilized only
for:

a) effecting payments of benefits
stipulated in this Proclamation;
b) investments in treasury bonds and other

profitable and reliable investments to be
specified by directive lo be issued by the
Ministry of Finance and Economic

the Agency.

Pension funds may not be attached or secured
in respect of any debt.

Actuarial Analysis and Evaluation

The Public Servants Pension Scheme shall be
evaluated by actuaries every five years.
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PERIOD OF SERVICE AND RETIREMENT AGE

16. Commencement of Period of Service

I/ The period of service of a public servant shall

begin with the date of his appointment or
assignment.

Where a public servant working in an
enterprise  transferred 1o govermment
ownership has a provident fund which fully
covers the contribution due in accordance
with the provisions of this Proclamation, the
fund shall be paid to the pension fund and his
service since the start of the contnbution
shall be counted; provided, however, that if
he has no provident fund, his service shall
begin to count as of the date of such transfer.

The service that a public servant has rendered 1n a
private organization covered by the Prryate
Organizations Employees Pension Scheme shall
be counted as of the date of stating payment of
contribution in accordance with the Scheme. For
the purpose of counting the service, the argan
which administers the Private Organizations
Employees Pension Fund shall transfer, within one
month, the personal records of the public servant
and the pension contnbutions paid te the Povate
Crrganizations Employees Pension Fund to the
Civil Service Penston Fund,

Without prejudice to sub-article (2) and (3) of
Article 16 of this Proclamation, the period of
service of a public servant shall include all
services rendered to different public offices
and private organizations covered by the
Private  Organizations Employees Pension

For any public servant the following shall be
counted as pericd of service:

a) peried of service beyond retirement age,
if lawfully retained in service;

b) period of service spent after re-
Engagement upon a government decision
subsedquent Lo relirement due to age;

¢} period of service which was interrupted
due to any cause without interruption of
payment of salary;

d) period of service spent in any public
body or trade union as salaried fulltime
elected member;

e) period of service rendered to a public office,
withoul interruption, as a temporary worker if
subsequently employed permanently in the
same office;

f) period of service spent, upon a
government order, in an enterprise where
the government capital share is less 50%;

g) period of service spent, upon a
government decision, in an international
prganization;

h) notwithstanding sub-article (4)(a) of this
Article, service rendered as member of
parliament beyond retirement age;

For any public servant the following shall not
be counted as period of service:

a) unless lawfully retained in service, the
service he renders as of the first day of
the month following that in which he
altains retirement age,;

b) without prejudice to any treaty to which
Ethigpia is a party and sub-article 3(e) of
this Article, the service rendered by a
naturalized FEthiopian in any public
office or private organization covered by
pension scheme before his
naturalization.

Period of service referred to under sub-article (3)
from paragraph (c) to (h) of this Article shall be
counted as period of service only where the public
servant or elected member pays the contnbutions
by himself including that of the emplover or
causes the employer to effect payments of same.

The retirement age of a public servant shall,
based on the date of birth registered when he
was employed for the first time, be:

a) lor a member of the defense force, the age
determmed by the legislaton regulating 10
the administration of the defense force;

On the basis of studies submitted to it by the
Agency, the Council of Minsters may
determine retirement age higher than the age
provided for under sub-article (1) ol this
Article with respect to professions that may
deserve special consideration.

Oin the basis of studies submitted to 1L by the
Agency, the Council of Ministers may
determine retirement age lesser than the age

Retirement Pension

A public servant whe has completed at least
20 years of service and separates  from the
service by voluntary resignation or for any
other cause other than those provided for in
this Proclamation shall receive retirement
pension for life upon attaining retirement age,

A public servant who separates from the
service after completing at least 25 years of
service shall receive retirement pension for
life beginning with five years prior to
retirement age.

Without prejudice to the entitlement of
pension right upon antainment of retirement
age, the provisions of sub-article (3) of this
Article shall not be applicable to a public
servant who separates from the service on
grounds of disciplinary measures.

Notwithstanding the provisions of sub-article
{1) of this Aricle, a senior govermment
official or a member of parliament, who has
served at least one full term and has attained
the age of 50 years when he leaves office
shall recetve retirement pension for life,

Where it is ascertained that a public servant
who has separated from service in
accordance with sub-article (2) or (3) or (4)
of this Article becomes incapable of fulfilling
the medical conditions of service due to
health problems prior to  attaining the
retirerment age, he shall receive retirement
pension for life starting with the month
following such ascertainment; in case he dics,
his servivors shall be paid benefits starting
with the month following his death.
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7/ Notwithstandirig the provisions of sub-article

(1) of this Article, a public servant who
separates from the service due to the fact that
the public office has ceased to exist, due to
reduction of work force or for reasons
relating to privatization, and his service and
age are not less than 25 years and 50 years,
respectively, shall, upon the decision of the
Council of Ministers, receive retirement
pension for life.

The retirement pension of any public servant
who has completed 10 years of service shall
be 30% of his average salary for the last three
years preceding retirement and shall be
increased, for each year of service beyond10
years:

a) by 1.25% for a public servant other than
member of the defense force or the
police;

b) by 1.65% for a member of thie  defense
force or the police.

The retirement pension of -a  senior

government official or a member of

parliament who has served at least one full
termn shall amount to 15% of his average
salary for the last three years preceding
retirement and shall be increased by 1.125%
for each year of service beyond five years

The retirement pension to be paid pursuant to
sub-article (1) or (2) of this Article may not
exceed 70% of the average salary of the
public servant,-senior government official or
member of parliament for the last three years
of service preceding retirement.

Retirement Gratuity

retirement age shall receive gratuity

An putgoing senior povernment official or
member of parliament who has served for
less than one full term separates from service
on attaining 50 or above years of age shall
recelve gratuity.

Self Inflicted Injury

The provisions of Article 28 of this Proclamation
shall apply only where the public servant has not
inflicted the injury upon himself intentionally,
Any injury resulting from, in particular, the
following acts shall be decmned to be intentionally
cansed by the public servant:
